Get Your Free  
Annual Credit Report

Your credit union urges its mem-
bers to check their credit report 
once a year to make sure it is ac-
curate and to ensure there are no 
signs of someone else stealing your 
identity. Thanks to federal legisla-
tion, consumers are entitled to a 
free credit report annually to check 
for errors and possible fraud. 

The nation’s three largest credit 
bureaus, Equifax, Experian, and 
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you to check your credit report at 
no cost. You may request your free 
credit report online, by phone, or 
through the mail. 

Free credit reports requested 
online are viewable immediately 
upon authentication of identity. 
Free credit reports requested by 

phone or mail are usually pro-
cessed within 15 days after receiv-
ing your request.

com. For phone service, call 1-877-
322-8228; to receive your report 
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request form to Annual Credit Re-
port Request Service, P.O. Box 
105281, Atlanta, GA 30348-5281.
